Go home and isolate yourself as much as possible.

Until your test results come back, our clinical team will call you each
day to check on you and follow up on your symptoms.

If at any time you develop severe shortness of breath, go to the
Emergency Center.

Once your test results come back, we will contact you with those results.
If your results are negative we will provide you with advice on remaining virus free.
If you have a positive result, a Health Care provider will contact you with

care instructions and we will continue to follow up with you daily by
phone for 14 days from the date of your test.
